Bonny White was introduced to the world of natural healing through her mother, Farida Sharan, a pioneer of Iridology and Naturopathy in England and America and founder of the School of Natural Medicine and the British Register of Iridologists. This background provided Bonny with opportunities to study with world renowned Iridologists including Dorothy Hall, Denny Johnson, Harry Wolf, Dr. Bernard Jensen and, of course, her mother. Her first teacher was Dr. John R. Christopher with whom she traded reflexology treatments for classes at the age of ten. Her own research has been a comparative study of constitutional types in Iridology and traditional medical systems around the world and creating treatment protocols based on balancing constitutional weakness. Bonny treats with healing diets, naturopathic therapies, herbal medicine emphasizing systemic treatment, therapeutic grade essential oils, exploration of emotional ‘triggers’ and trauma release. She is currently the director of the U.K. branch of the School of Natural Medicine and has a Self Healing practice in Exeter.








John Andrews is internationally recognised as a modern iridology pioneer and researcher and is in practice in Beverley, East Yorkshire integrating herbal medicine, homotoxicology, PNEI & iridology. He is the author of seven iridology textbooks and has two books pending publication on Modern Herbal Medicine and Chronic Fatigue Syndrome. He has written over 20 iridology research papers & 22 Instructional iridology CDs. His contributions to the advancement of iridology include the Emotional Dynamics of the Collarette Chart, the new pupillary zone embryological topography, the Immune Cell, PNEI & Collarette Chart, pure brown iris research and much more. Many of John's books, his research, charts & CDs have been published in several languages. John is considered a dynamic and informative keynote speaker, lecturing on four continents. He has received four international awards in recognition for his outstanding contributions to modern iridology practice. He is the editor of the Advanced Iridology Research Journal.








Philip Weeks has been in practice since 1998 as a Herbalist, Naturopath and TCM Practitioner. He started having an interest in herbs and natural medicine at the age of 14 and by the time he was 19 Philip had graduated as a Master Herbalist, being the youngest graduate to have qualified in the UK. He uses an eclectic approach to facilitate healing. Diagnosis involves both ancient and modern approaches. Tongue diagnosis is an important component of his holistic diagnosis, helping him to understand patterns of disharmony in the body including emotional patterns of health and dis-ease. Philip runs a busy practice in Hereford seeing patients from all over the UK, Europe and the US. He is also co-director of the Harley Street Naturopathic Health Clinic in central London; there he works with patients from around the world.
